PRRD invites Golata Creek residents to share their vision for
potential community space

The Peace River Regional District is launching a public
engagement project to help shape the future of the
community space located at 6161 Golata Creek Road. Using
information from community members, the Golata Creek
Community Association and the PRRD Board will determine
the future of the property through a collaborative process.

The Golata Creek Community Hall was built in 1958 and closed
in July 2022 due to safety concerns related to its structural
integrity. Engineering assessments found that repairs would
cost too much. The PRRD Board has approved a budget

of $500,000 for potentially developing a new building or
recreational space, dependent on community support through
a referendum.

The PRRD invites residents to share their priorities for this
community space and what that may look like.
